Composting
Composting- Composting is the decomposition of plant remains and other once-living materials to make an earthy, dark, crumbly substance that is excellent for adding to house plants or enriching garden soil.
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How to Do It – People compost in small and large areas, often in their backyards.  This reduces the trash sent to the landfill, and creates great soil for plants.  Look at the table below to see what to include in a compost pile.
